Prior to joining Suss Consulting, Jerry was the Chief Executive Officer and President, Frontier Technology, Inc.  FTI performs professional services for the Department of Defense, U.S. Air Force, British Royal Air Force, Department of Homeland Security and several commercial companies. These services include Satellite Sensor Calibration, Program and Financial Management, Water Quality Monitoring, Engine Predictive Failure Prognostics, and the provision of a full range of telecommunications and internet services. During his three years as CEO, annual revenue grew by 27%.
