Summary

Dave Johnson is a Senior Consultant with Suss Consulting.  He has more than 30 years military, civil service, and civilian experience, principally as a Command, Control, Communications, and Computers (C4) operations manager.

Relevant Experience

Prior to joining Suss Consulting, Mr. Johnson served as Assistant Chief of Staff for Operations and Readiness on the staff of Naval Computer and Telecommunications Command, a headquarters activity that provided resources for, and oversaw the operations of, 28 Naval shore communications activities staffed by more than 5,500 military and civilian personnel worldwide.  He was a critical element in the transition of Navy's massive messaging functions from the legacy AUTODIN system to the PC-based Defense Message System (DMS).  He was a senior representative to the executive level working group that established the three-star Naval Network Warfare command as the Navy's Global IT Authority in Norfolk, Virginia.

Mr. Johnson coordinated the efforts of his headquarters and the three Naval Computer and Telecommunications Area Master Stations at Naples, Italy, Norfolk, Virginia, and Honolulu, Hawaii, to establish a standardized, global, C4 status board -- to provide Fleet units and staffs with a nearly real-time, secure, web-page status of major Information Technology (IT) functions supporting the Fleet in the ocean areas for which each of the Master Stations is responsible.  The initiative to establish Fleet Network Operations Centers (NOCs) at Naples, Norfolk, Hawaii, and Bahrain was led by Mr. Johnson.  The Fleet NOCs provide the 7 X 24, ship-to-shore Internet Protocol (IP) interface to Fleet units and staffs at sea in conjunction with the Navy's IT-21 initiative.

During his military career, among other assignments, as Aircraft Carrier Battle group Staff C4 Department Head, Mr. Johnson planned, formulated, implemented, executed, and monitored operational communications plans encompassing all aspects of external communications in support of command and control of multi-national battle group operations comprising in excess of forty ships simultaneously, with supporting submarines, tactical aircraft, and maritime patrol aircraft.  He participated in battle group deployments to the Western Pacific, Gulf of Tonkin, Indian Ocean, and Mediterranean Sea.
